	Moskva River
	is a river of western Russia. It rises about 140 km west of Moscow, and flows roughly east through the Smolensk and Moscow Oblasts, passing through central Moscow.

	the battle of Borodino
	was a battle fought on 7 September 1812[8] in the Napoleonic Wars during the French invasion of Russia.

	the Patriotic War
	The French invasion of Russia, known in Russia as the Patriotic War of 1812 and in France as the Russian Campaign, began on 24 June 1812 when Napoleon's Grande Armée crossed the Neman River in an attempt to engage and defeat the Russian army.

	the White House of Russia
	building serves as the primary office of the government of Russia and is the official workplace of the Russian Prime Minister.

	the House of the Government of the Russian Federation
	is a government building in Moscow. It stands on the Krasnopresnenskaya embankment.

	The Vorobyevy Hills
	is a hill on the right bank of the Moskva River in south-west Moscow, Russia where an observation platform, the main building of Moscow State University and parks are located.

	Moscow State University
	is a coeducational and public research university located in Moscow, Russia.

	M. Lomonosov
	was a Russian polymath, scientist and writer, who made important contributions to literature, education, and science.

	Luzhniki
	is one of the biggest multifunctional sports complexes of the world, built between 1955 and 1956, located in Moscow, Russia.

	Moscow Cable Car
	Moscow Cable Car is a cable car across the Moskva River in Moscow

	the Gorky Park
	is a central park in Moscow, named after Maxim Gorky.

	Crimean Tatars
	are a Turkic ethnic group, who are indigenous people of Crimea and formed in the Crimean Peninsula during the 13th–17th centuries, primarily from Cumans that appeared in Crimea in the 10th century, with strong contributions from all the peoples who ever inhabited Crimea

	Tretyakov Art Gallery
	is an art gallery in Moscow, Russia, the foremost depository of Russian fine art in the world.

	Tsar Peter the Great
	was a Russian monarch. He carried out a policy of Westernization and expansion that transformed the Tsardom of Russia into the Russian Empire, a major European power.

	Moscow Art Nouveau  
	is a direction in the arts, which was most popular in the second half of the 19thbeginning of the 20th century.

	Constructivist style
	was an artistic and architectural art movement, which rejected the idea of autonomous art, in favour of art as a practice for social purposes.

	Stalin
	was a Georgian revolutionary and Soviet politician who led the Soviet Union from the mid–1920s until 1953 as General Secretary of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union (1922–1953) and Premier (1941–1953).

	Bolshoi Kamenny Bridge
	is a steel arch bridge spanning Moskva River at the western end of the Moscow Kremlin.

	Neglinnaya River
	is a 7.5-km long underground river in the central part of Moscow and a tributary of the Moskva River.

	the October Revolution of 1917
	was a revolution in Russia led by the Bolshevik Party of Vladimir Lenin that was instrumental in the larger Russian Revolution of 1917–23.

	the Kremlin
	is a fortified complex in the center of Moscow, overlooking the Moskva River to the south, Saint Basil's Cathedral and Red Square to the east, and the Alexander Garden to the west.

	Yuri Dolgoruky
	was a Rurikid prince and founder of the city of Moscow

	Prince Dmitry Donskoi
	was a son of Ivan II the Fair of Moscow (1326–1359), reigned as the Prince of Moscow from 1359 and Grand Prince of Vladimir from 1363 to his death.

	the Armory
	is one of the oldest museums of Moscow, established in 1851 and located in the Moscow Kremlin, now a part of Moscow Kremlin Museums

	Faberge jewelry firm
	is a jewellery firm founded in 1842 in Saint Petersburg, Russia, by Gustav Faberge, using the accented name Fabergé.

	the Great Kremlin Palace
	was built from 1837 to 1849 in Moscow, Russia on the site of the estate of the Grand Princes, which had been established in the 14th century on Borovitsky Hill.

	Nikolas I
	was Emperor of Russia from 1825 until 1855

	tsar
	is a title used to designate East and South Slavic monarchs or supreme rulers of Eastern Europe, originally Bulgarian monarchs from 10th century onwards.

	Stalinist classicism
	mostly known in the former Eastern Bloc as Stalinist Empire style (Russian: Сталинский Ампир, romanized: Stalinskiy Ampir) or Socialist Classicism, is a term given to architecture of the Soviet Union under the leadership of Joseph Stalin, between 1933, when Boris Iofan's draft for Palace of the Soviets was officially approved, and 1955, when Nikita Khrushchev condemned "excesses" of the past decades and disbanded the Soviet Academy of Architecture.

	the Moscow Canal 
	is a canal that connects the Moskva River with the Volga River

	Zamoskvorechye
	is a district of Central Administrative Okrug of the federal city of Moscow, Russia.

	Red Square
	is a city square in Moscow, Russia. It separates the Kremlin, the former royal citadel and now the official residence of the President of Russia, from a historic merchant quarter known as Kitai-gorod.

	Ivan the Terrible
	was the Grand Prince of Moscow from 1533 to 1547 and the first Tsar of Russia from 1547 to 1584.

	the Times of Troubles
	was a period of Russian history during the interregnum in the Tsardom of Russia between the death of Feodor I and the accession of Michael I from 1598 to 1613.

	False Dmitry
	refers to various pretenders to the Russian throne during the Time of Troubles (1598–1613) who passed themselves off as Tsarevich Dmitry Ivanovich of Russia, the youngest son of Ivan the Terrible, after the real Dmitry's death at the age of eight in 1591.

	Streltsy
	were the units of Russian firearm infantry from the 16th to the early 18th centuries and also a social stratum, from which personnel for Streltsy troops were traditionally recruited.

	Lenin‘s Tomb (Lenin's Mausoleum)
	is a mausoleum that currently serves as the resting place of Soviet leader Vladimir Lenin.

	The Spasskaya (Savior) Tower
	is the main tower on the eastern wall of the Moscow Kremlin which overlooks the Red Square.

	The Intercession Cathedral (The Cathedral of Vasily the Blessed)
	is a church in Red Square in Moscow, Russia and is one of the most recognizable symbols of the country

	Lobnoye Mesto
	is a 13-meter-long stone platform situated on Red Square in Moscow in front of Saint Basil's Cathedral.

	The Nikolskaya Tower
	is a tower with a through-passage on the eastern wall of the Moscow Kremlin, which overlooks the Red Square not far from the State Historical Museum.

	GUM
	is the main department store in many cities of the former Soviet Union, known as State Department Store

	the State Duma
	is the lower house of the Federal Assembly of Russia, while the upper house is the Council of the Federation.

	Manezhnaya Square
	is a pedestrian open space in the Tverskoy District, at the heart of Moscow.

	Alexander’s Garden
	was one of the first urban public parks in Moscow, Russia.

	the Tomb of Unknown Soldier
	is a war memorial, dedicated to the Soviet soldiers killed during World War II.

	the Trinity Tower
	is a tower with a through-passage in the center of the northwestern wall of the Moscow Kremlin, which overlooks the Alexander Garden

	the Kutafya Tower
	is an outlying barbican tower of the Moscow Kremlin.

	The Cathedral of Christ the Savior
	is a Russian Orthodox cathedral in Moscow, Russia, on the northern bank of the Moskva River, a few hundred metres southwest of the Kremlin

	Russo-Byzantine style
	is a revivalist direction in Russian architecture and decorative and applied art, based on the interpretation of the forms of Byzantine and Ancient Russian architecture
